Through the generosity of Ida Crown Jewish Academy alumnus Scott Shay and his wife Susan, this program was 
established with the goal of encouraging students in the public schools, who are interested in learning more 
and deepening their commitment to their Jewish heritage, to attend Ida Crown Jewish Academy. 

How can I become a Shay Scholar?
Shay Scholars are chosen by a committee which includes the ICJA principal and other faculty members. 
Scholarships are awarded on the basis of merit.  Non-freshman students are also eligible for this program.  
Applicants should complete the form below and return it to the ICJA Business Office together with a short 
essay about why you want to attend the school and a recommendation from at least one person  
(e.g. synagogue rabbi, youth group advisor, Hebrew School teacher, etc.)
